Competition News

2.1 
2003 Club Series

Round 1 and 2 of the Club series have been run at Sepang and while the entry list for Round 1 was only 29, it improved substantially in Round 2 to 40. This is still nowhere close to the high of about 80 we had at one time but as the year goes on, it should get better.

KBS-AAM Malaysian Karting Championship

Tentatively, all the Malaysian Karting Championship rounds will also be run at Sepang, and we are still making efforts to run two rounds out of the Klang Valley. We will keep you informed of the situation as soon as discussions are finalised. Round 1 was supposed to have been held on the 26th and 27th April after being postponed from March, but the Club has just been informed by the Ministry of Health Malaysia that due to the SARS epidemic and that many competitors would be coming from affected countries it would be advisable to postpone the event. As such the event is postponed to a later date. 
As a result of this postponement, the next event on 24 & 25th May will be designated as Round 1. We are looking for a suitable date to slot in the missed round and you will be informed in due course.

Those of you who have sent in entries for Round 1 we will hold them till the event.

2.3 Changes in Regulations

We have been informed by the AAM that in future all competitors will need competition licences, even for Club events. Therefore if you still do not have a competition licence, please get it as soon as possible or else you will not be allowed to race.
Our attention has also been drawn to the fact that our Closed Club events are only for members of the club who hold Malaysian Competition licences. The FIA International Sporting Code and the AAM National Competition Rules are both quite clear on this matter and in order that our members from Singapore, Thailand and Indonesia can compete in the Club Championship, we will be changing the status of the 2003 KKS Club Championships to “National with Asia Zone Invitation” but restricted to members of the KKS. 

3. Club Office

With the moving of all KKS events out of Shah Alam, many members have been having problems contacting the Secretariat for renewal of membership, etc. It has been decided that the Club Office at the Shah Alam Stadium will be opened every Thursday from 3.00 p.m. till 5.30 p.m. En. Kasim will be present to assist in the renewal of membership and any other matters that require his assistance. 
We apologise for having to postpone events at such short notice but these have been entirely out of our control and hope that the SARS problem will be resolved soon and we will be able to continue with our activities.
